CC: Daughter states her mother has edema.
HPI: A 92-year-old female wheelchair-bound seated she was sitting quietly just randomly staring out when I spoke to her she looked at me with and she knew who I was. She was cooperative to exam. She denied having any pain. Otherwise was just quiet.
DIAGNOSES: Advanced unspecified dementia, gait instability, has used a rolling walker now and wheelchair primarily, HTN, HLD, Afib on Eliquis, chronic back pain, and hypothyroid.
MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 650 mg b.i.d., Voltaren gel to affected areas b.i.d., Eliquis 2.5 mg q.d., Haldol 0.25 mg q.d., levothyroxine 25 mcg q.d., Midodrine 10 mg b.i.d. and Megace 40 mg q.d.
ALLERGIES: LATEX.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
DIET: Regular.
HOSPICE: Traditions.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Frail elderly female seated quietly in no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 107/81, pulse 76, temperature 97.0, respiratory rate 16, and weight is not available.
NEURO: She made brief eye contact. Did not speak, but allowed exam.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has no edema left lower extremity. She has trace at the dorsum of her foot and ankle on the right and intact radial pulses.

SKIN: Warm, dry, with good turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Lower extremity edema per daughter. I am ordering Tubigrips to be placed on in the morning and off at h.s. and I am changing Lasix to 40 mg q.d. x7 days then back to just on MWF then medication review when out we will discontinue Megace, Lipitor, D3, and PreserVision.
