EENT: Eyes: Pupils equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Bilateral ear canals mild erythema. No tympanic membrane bulging. Nose: Clear rhinorrhea. No turbinate edema. Throat: Mild edema. Tonsillar swelling at +2. No exudate noted. Airway is patent.
NECK: Supple with full range of motion.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Normal color without rash or lesions.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Upper respiratory infection.
2. Cough.

3. Postnasal drip.
