HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents. At the last week, she complained of urinating burning sensation that has resolved. She also did not start her period and she was due a couple of days ago. She took home pregnancy test, it came out negative and requests a pregnancy test. She is not on any birth control. However, she is not active at this time, but did report that three weeks ago she did have a one-night stand and has agreed to urine gonorrhea and Chlamydia test.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of alcohol or tobacco use.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: Awake, alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rash or lesions.
GENITALIA: Exam is deferred at this time.
LABS: Lab testing in office, a UA and UPT. UA was negative for UTI. UPT was negative for pregnancy. We will send the urine for gonorrhea and Chlamydia testing.

ASSESSMENT: Possible STI exposure.
PLAN: We will send off the urine for gonorrhea and Chlamydia testing and advise the patient on the results. The patient is discharged in stable condition.
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
