Brian is a 67-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with congestive heart failure.
The patient has difficulty with walking, shortness of breath and with talking. He also has orthopnea and PND. He is at high risk of fall. He has hard time sleeping. He has weight loss of 3 pounds since last visit. He suffers from cardiac cachexia, protein-calorie malnutrition. His O2 sats 91% on room air with a heart rate of 106. He has oxygen available to him which he chooses not to use most of the time. He has a KPS score of 40%. He has minimal pedal edema and requires diuresis on a regular basis to keep his heart failure at check. Overall prognosis remains poor. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. His other comorbidities include PVD, COPD, protein-calorie malnutrition, and cardiomegaly consistent with end-stage heart failure.
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
