This is an 85-year-old woman currently on hospice with end-stage heart failure. Her O2 sats 91% today on room air, has O2 available with a pulse of 79.
She suffers from weakness, 2+ edema, orthopnea and PND. She also complains of being fatigued, decreased appetite, not eating. She has orthopnea and PND, ADL dependency; lives with her family and bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient’s daughter-in-law tells me that she has become much weaker than before. She is no longer able to help with dressing herself and she has now become total ADL dependent. The patient’s pedal edema has not responded to treatment because of her end-stage congestive heart failure, she also suffers from right-sided heart failure and hence the refractory response to furosemide in the past. The patient’s overall prognosis is quite poor. Given the natural progression of her disease, the patient most likely has less than six months to live.
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
