HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 1-year-old child who comes in today with a temperature of 102; Tylenol received, came down to 101, also pulling at ears, had some vomiting last night because she was crying so hard. She is alert. She is awake, consolable and does not appear to be septic. She lives with mother, father and a couple of other brothers and sisters.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date except for a few shots this year.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No one smokes around her.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 27 pounds. Temperature 101.3. She does not appear to be septic.

HEENT: Posterior pharynx is slightly red. The left ear is slightly red.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Very soft and nontender.

SKIN: Diaper area shows no rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: She is alert. She is awake. There is no meningismus.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Otitis media, pharyngitis, nausea and vomiting.
2. Continue with Tylenol and Motrin.
3. Discussed fluid resuscitation with popsicles and liquids with mother.

4. Add Zofran low dose.
5. Amoxil 200 mg b.i.d. for seven days.

6. If not better in 24-48 hours, come back for CBC and further evaluation. Mother agrees with the plan. Discussed with mother at length before leaving. Again, she does not appear to be septic.
