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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  In 2009, the patient was in Virginia.  The patient was in the Navy training.  There was an accident in which he had a head-to-head injury.  The patient tells me that during the physical training, his head hit another person’s head.  There was an head-to-head injury.  The patient does not remember exactly, which part of the head got injured.  However, the patient tells me that he had immediate loss of consciousness.  He fell to the ground.  The patient was out of consciousness for a few minutes on the ground.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient has severe head pain.  The patient did not feel normal for the next few days.
In 2012, the patient was in Virginia.  The patient was driving boat.  The patient was driving a military boat.  There was a big wave.  The wave was so large to a point that he hit his head against the steering wheel, helmet.  The patient tells me that he hit the front of the head on to the helmet.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient fell to the ground.  The patient was out of consciousness for a few minutes.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient has severe nausea.  Nausea, when he wakes up.  The patient has significant head pain and memory deficits.
Since the event, the patient has significant memory deficits.  His short -term memory is very poor.  The patient had short-term attention problem.  His short-term attention span is very poor.  The patient has stuttering.  The patient has inability to focus and concentrate.  The patient has anxiety spikes.  The patient has irritability.  The patient almost has headaches every day.  The patient also has migraine headaches.

The patient is currently working for a construction company.  The patient tells me that his memory is very poor.  He has decreased ability to take note.  He remember when he was in college, the patient was able to take notes very effectively.  Now, he is not able to do that.  The patient has difficulty concentrating focus.  The patient decreased ability to retain information.  The patient recently retired from the military. The patient is not able to focus on his work.  The patient has daily headache.  The patient also has short-term memory deficits.  The headaches are affecting his concentration and focus at work.
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
