Dear Mrs. Jensen:

This is a followup for Daniel with history of nephrotic syndrome at the time of exposure to Mobic.  He is complicated with deep vein thrombosis on the left upper extremity and acute kidney injury.  He only has one kidney as he donated the other one to his brother many years back.  He has underlying hypertension and problems of factor V Leiden deficiency.  Since the last visit he underwent surgery.  He is back to Dr. Adams.  Some problems of apparently bradycardia but otherwise no major issues.  No heart attack.  No dialysis.  No active bleeding.  No blood transfusion.  No pneumonia or UTI.  No urinary tract infection or retention.  Other review of system is negative.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I am going to highlight the lisinopril.  No antiinflammatory agents.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 213 pounds and blood pressure 132/68.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites or tenderness.  No major edema.

Labs:  Last chemistries from August, PSA suppressed otherwise back in July creatinine 1.3 stable overtime representing a GFR in the upper 50s that will be stage III.  Normal sodium, potassium, and acid base.  Normal albumin, phosphorus, and calcium.  Mild anemia 10.9.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III presently stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.

2. Kidney donation to brother.

3. Nephrotic syndrome resolved at the time of exposure to Mobic.  He was symptomatic with deep vein thrombosis on the left upper extremity exacerbated by a background of Factor V Leiden deficiency.

4. Status post back surgery.  No antiinflammatory agents.  No evidence of urinary tract infection.

5. Blood pressure well controlled.  Tolerating lisinopril.

6. Anemia, does not require EPO treatment.

7. Other chemistries stable.  No need changes.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
