CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of profound weakness and unable to do activities of daily living.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his caregiver who stated that the patient has difficulty sitting or standing after go to the toilet since his toilet seat is difficult for him. The patient also has problems with activities of daily living especially walking up and down the stairs; however, he did not fall down causing *_______* but he is very high risk.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, blurred vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or excessive weight gain.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any carotid bruits.

LUNGS: Good air entry bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema. The patient has significant tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination reveals weakness of the gait and he needs walker and the patient does have orthostatic hypotension.

I had a long discussion with the patient and he needs a commode at home to reduce his risk of falling down.
