CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for followup of diabetes mellitus.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her daughter stating that she has diabetes and taking glipizide 10 mg once a day along with metformin 500 mg two tablets once a day and pioglitazone 15 mg once a day and her blood sugar readings are ranging between 110 to 130 mg/dL. The patient sometimes has dryness of mouth and she has no numbness or tingling of the upper or lower extremities.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, double vision, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
