This is a history and physical examination on Sandra McGehhe.

Sandra is a 66-year-old female who comes for evaluation today. She does not smoke or drink. The patient comes here for evaluation of her long-standing hypogammaglobulinemia and history of breast cancer in the past. The patient used to see me several years ago prior to that she used to see Dr. Spivey. She was getting IVIG every three to four weeks. She had history of recurrent infection and multiple hospitalizations on account of that. Recently, she moved back to Denton and hence she is here to reestablish and start her IVIG treatment.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of hypogammaglobulinemia, history of multiple sclerosis, history of rheumatoid arthritis, history of coronary artery disease, CHF in the past, history of osteoporosis, and history of breast cancer.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: She is 66-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 5 tall, weight 141 pounds, and blood pressure 146/90.

HEENT: Normocephalic.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable. She has bluish discoloration all over the body and workup was done however it is nondiagnostic.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

LAB: Her CBC, WBC 5.1, hemoglobin 13.1, and platelet 206. Her CMP was essentially unremarkable. Her EGFR was 77 about month and half ago.
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DIAGNOSES:

1. Hypogammaglobulinemia.

2. History of breast cancer status post bilateral mastectomy and reconstruction in 1980.

3. History of multiple sclerosis.

4. History of skin discoloration. She has been evaluated by Dr. Moss
RECOMMENDATIONS: We will request preauthorization for Gammagard liquid about 3500 mg given every three weeks.
