PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.
Radiology report – right hand first digit, no fracture noted.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with full range of motion.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rash and lesions.
Focused exam of the right finger first digit – decreased range of motion due to pain. No crepitus. No edema. No erythema. Capillary refills within 2 seconds. No tenderness to palpation. 
ASSESSMENT: Right hand right finger pain.
PLAN: We will treat with ibuprofen 800 mg three times a day for the next three days. Follow up as needed. The patient is discharged in a stable condition.
