No difficulty breathing noted.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Addison’s disease and POTS.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy and gastric bypass.
ALLERGIES: Multiple allergies to include KETAMINE, LATEX, PENICILLIN, METFORMIN, and TESSALON PERLES.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She is a current smoker.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is in no acute distress. She is alert and oriented x 3.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Expiratory wheezes noted in the bilateral lower lobes.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rash or lesions.
Labs in the office – flu test is positive.
ASSESSMENT: 
1. Upper respiratory infection.
2. Flu.

3. Cough.

PLAN: We will provide Bromfed per the patient’s request as well as Tamiflu. The patient is advised to rest and follow up as needed. The patient discharged in stable condition.
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
