He is currently not taking anything for his blood sugar because of his significant _______ at this time.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke. He does not drink. He is ADL dependent. He is incompetent. He sleepy okay. He has had lots of behavioral issues because of traumatic brain injury, but medications are finally working for him. He was recently hospitalized at HCA because of volume depletion and those results are pending.
FAMILY HISTORY: Father died of cancer. Mother is still alive.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Weight loss, difficulty walking, spasticity, gait issues, high risk of fall. No nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure or convulsion. He has lost weight related to his traumatic brain disorder.
