The patient states that she is very involved in her church and has found God that has made her very happy now. She feels like she has a new family. She does not smoke. She does not drink alcohol. She is single, never been pregnant.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: Keppra 500 mg b.i.d., Seroquel 50 mg once a day, folic acid 1 mg a day, Klonopin 1 mg p.r.n., Tegretol 500 mg b.i.d., and Vascepa 500 mg b.i.d.
ALLERGIES: DILANTIN.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Weight loss, not eating. The caretaker states that she has lost a tremendous amount of weight. Recently she was hospitalized two months ago with a hip fracture and a shoulder fracture. She underwent rehab and that may be part of the reason for the not eating. She is ADL dependent. She wears a diaper because at times it is hard for her to get to the toilet.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 150/70. Pulse 92. Respirations 18. Afebrile.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD. 

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Here we have a 54-year-old woman with schizoid disorder, seizure disorder, weight loss, status post hip fracture and shoulder fracture with significant weight loss, anxiety and hyperlipidemia. The patient is on numerous medications because of her psychiatric issues. Seizures appear to be controlled. The patient has had no recent changes in her condition except for the fractured hip and shoulder secondary to a fall which caused her hospitalization and subsequent rehab. Despite the fact that she has lost so much weight, she does not meet the criteria for palliative care and does not appear to be end stage and does not appear to have less than six months to live.
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
