CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 61-year-old Hispanic male referred for disability evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a non-English speaking male with history of CVA dating to approximately two years earlier. He stated that he had suffered a stroke on 09/09/2022. It affected his speech and resulted in him having left hemiparesis. Following his CVA, he was unable to ambulate without assistance. He is currently using a walker. He currently is receiving physical therapy. The patient further reports history of underlying congestive heart failure.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Diabetes.

2. Congestive heart failure.

3. Hypothyroidism.

4. Hypertension.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Dental surgery.
MEDICATIONS: Carvedilol 12.5 mg one p.o. b.i.d., Entresto 49/51 mg one b.i.d., aspirin 81 mg one h.s., metformin 500 mg take one b.i.d., furosemide 20 mg one daily, vitamin D3 50 mcg one daily, atorvastatin 80 mg one daily, levothyroxine 75 mcg one daily, and spironolactone 25 mg half daily.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN results in rashes and itching all over his body.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother had hypertension. Father had hypertension.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient reports prior cigarettes and alcohol. He stated that he quit in 1992.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: He reports generalized weakness.
Skin: He has itching and rash.

Eyes: He reports dry eyes.

Oral cavity: Bleeding gums.

Genitourinary: He has urgency.

Musculoskeletal: He has arm and leg pain.

Neurologic: History of CVA as noted.
Hematologic: He reports easy bruising.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 157/85, pulse 68, respiratory rate 24, height 60”, and weight 139 pounds.

Abdomen: Mildly obese. Bowel sounds are normally active. No masses or tenderness noted.

Musculoskeletal: He is wheelchair bound.

Neurologic: The speech is somewhat dysarthric. Strength is noted to be equal in the extremities.

IMPRESSION: This is a 61-year-old male who has history of congestive heart failure and further history of CVA. The patient has generalized weakness on exam, but does not appear to have focal weakness at this time. He has history of congestive heart failure. We are awaiting echo to evaluate his LV function. Further assessment following review of echo.
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
