This is a 100-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of congestive heart failure. The patient has shortness of breath, difficulty with speaking, difficulty with activity, and difficulty with any movement. The patient has edema. She has a KPS score of 40%, oriented only to person. She has increased confusion, sundowner’s syndrome, hypoxemia chronic. KPS score is 40%, ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent and bedbound. The patient is eating very little and the patient’s edema is refractory to any medications or treatments because of her severe depressed ejection fraction and endstage cardiomyopathy leading to congestive heart failure. Given the natural progression of her disease, the patient most likely has less than six months to live, hence remains hospice appropriate and is being recertified today.
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
