He lives with his wife who is his primary caregiver, Fanchon. The patient requires turning every two hours. He has a very little appetite and is more confused now most likely because of his endstage disease. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live and hence remains hospice appropriate.
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
