Her daughter-in-law Mary is her primary caregiver who is by her side and cares very much about her and is concerned about her increased confusion, but knows that the end is near. The patient has a KPS score of 40%, ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent, continues to weaken with decreased mentation and given the natural progression of her renal insufficiency, she most likely has less than six months to live, hence remains hospice appropriate and is being recertified today.
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
