John is a 67-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of systolic congestive heart failure with low ejection fraction. The patient is short of breath. He has pedal edema, increased confusion, hypoxemia, sleeping about 16 to 18 hours a day now. His KPS score is at 50%. He is disabled. He requires help with all ADL, bowel and bladder incontinent, also requires turning to keep him from developing pressure sores. He is in pain, now requires morphine around the clock. He is weak. He appears debilitated, puffy and overall prognosis is quite poor. The patient is hospice appropriate because given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
