PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Bad back with recent MRI, with epidurals in neck through to back with an appointment on 10/03/2024. *__________*
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: 1+ tenderness to the right lower paralumbar area. Straight leg raising negative. Neuropsychiatric: Otherwise, within normal limits. Skin: Otherwise, within normal limits. Extremities: Otherwise, within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Low back pain with history of herniated nucleus pulposus.

PLAN: Given injections for DEX 15 mg with Toradol 60 mg with prescriptions for Flexeril and Medrol Dosepak. Follow up with pain doctor as soon as possible.
