




NEUROLOGY CONSULTATION

Dear Dr. Rehman:
I had the pleasure of seeing Samuel Rodriguez-Correa today in my office. I appreciate you involving me in his care. As you know, he is 27-year-old right-handed Hispanic man who was at work on 09/04/2024 then he had seizure. The detail of the seizure is not available and the patient does not remember anything, but there was no tongue biting. No incontinence. He was taken to the Ellis Hospital where CT of the head done which was read as negative and the patient was discharged home. His lactate was high at that time. On 09/09/24, the patient went to the St. Mary’s Hospital because of the dizziness and lightheadedness. He was describing dizziness and lightheadedness as foggy sensation. The patient was observed in the emergency room for few hours and then he was sent home in stable condition. Today, he is here for follow up in my office. He did not have any more seizure. He did not have any dizziness. He reports took dextromethorphan two pills and two Red Bulls before the seizure.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Anxiety.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

MEDICATIONS: Dextromethorphan Extended Release.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He smokes seven cigarettes per day. He drinks Corona six to seven cans over the weekend. He is working in a Latham pool. He is married, lives with his wife. He has no children.
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FAMILY HISTORY: Mother and father alive. Two sisters alive. Six brothers alive.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: I personally reviewed the general, skin, metabolic, endocrine, EENT, pulmonary, cardiovascular, gastrointestinal, neurologic, psychiatric, and musculoskeletal system. I found out that he is having headache, lightheadedness, anxiety, and history of seizure.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 130/80, heart rate 72, and respiratory rate 16. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: S1 and S2 regular in rate and rhythm. Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds present. Neck: Supple. There is no carotid bruit. There is no jaundice, cyanosis, or edema. Neurologic: The patient is alert, awake, and oriented x3. Speech: No aphasia. No dysarthria. Pupils are equally reacting to light and accommodation. Extraocular movements are intact. There is no facial asymmetry. Tongue is in the midline. Shoulder shrug normal. Hearing is good on both sides. Finger‑to-nose, no dysmetria. There is no pronator drift. There is no rigidity. No tremor.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: A 27-year-old right-handed Hispanic man whose history and examination is suggestive of following neurological problems:

1. First time seizure.

2. Syncope status post CPR.

3. Dizziness.

4. Anxiety.

At this time, I would like to order the MRI of the brain and EEG. As the patient passed out before and then he had a seizure, so syncopal seizure is possibility. Cardiology consultation is recommended for heart workup. I would like to see him back in my office in one month. As this is a first seizure, he is not a candidate for any medication.
