The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  He was in 2004 in San Diego, California.  It was during a training exercise in military.  The patient was hit by rifle.  The rifle hit the front of his head.  It was a very heavy blow to the front of the head.  He immediately had loss of consciousness and fell to the ground.  He was out of consciousness for about five minutes.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient was all hazy.  The patient was bleeding profusely from the front of the head.  The patient went to the emergency room.  He received staples in the front of the head and frontal skull.  The patient was diagnosed with concussion.  The patient has severe headache, confusion, and disoriented for many days after that.
Since the event, the patient has severe headache.  The patient has headaches on an almost everyday basis.  The patient has dizziness.  His memory is poor.  He is not able to remember as much as before.  The patient also has anxiety and depression symptoms.  The patient also feels dizzy a lot.  He has intermittent dizziness spells.
The patient was working as an aviation mechanic when he was in the military Navy.  He is now retired.  However, when he was in Navy after the injury, the patient had significant difficulty working as aviation mechanic.  He will get constant headache, which is affecting his confusion.  He is looking disoriented.  He has significant difficulty concentrate and focus at work.  The patient also has significant dizziness, which is affecting him to do mechanic work.  The patient also sleep deprived, which is also affecting his concentration and focus at work.
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
