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SM, is a 34-year-old African American woman with no history of diabetes, positive history of hypertension, chronic neck and back pain, status post neck injection three weeks ago, presents with what appears to be an abscess on her left buttock. The patient was given Toradol 30 mg IM. She was not febrile. Her vital signs were stable. Dr. Orette proceeded with I&D of the abscess. She does not indicate whether after the I&D the abscess was packed. She also does not indicate the size of the abscess. 2% lidocaine was used. Abscess subsequently was packed with gauze. Less than 1 cc of blood loss was noted. This was reported to be a cutaneous abscess. No antibiotics were administered in the emergency room and no antibiotic was sent home with the patient. The only thing that was sent home was naproxen. Apparently, the patient tolerated the procedure well and no complaints or issues were noted at the time of discharge. What is noteworthy is that the patient was already on muscle relaxer, metoprolol, and ibuprofen at home. It is not clear whether she was told to stop the ibuprofen when she is taking the naproxen.
It is important to mention that Dr. Orette was chaperoned and with an assistant to perform the I&D and there was again no indication that antibiotic IM or script was given at the time of discharge and no discussion regarding the use of two NSAIDs simultaneously.
