CHIEF COMPLAINT: Left wrist pain.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Justin was seen here earlier this week with a dog bite. He was treated with antibiotics. The dog bite over the left wrist looks great, but he feels like there is some tenderness over the wrist and cannot move his wrist especially on the ulnar side.

He was given Augmentin which he finished and tetanus which he had no ill effects of.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Right hand surgery in the past.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking. No drug use.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 162 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 98.2. Respirations 20. Pulse 67. Blood pressure 144/78.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

EXTREMITIES: The dog bite over the left wrist is completely healed up. No sign of infection. No redness.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. X-ray shows a minimally displaced left ulnar styloid fracture.

2. Ace wrap applied.

3. Referred to ortho for cast versus splint.

4. I explained to the patient that it is very important for him to see the orthopedist even though if he has no insurance because this needs to be immobilized till the styloid fracture and the styloid process is completely healed, so he would not have any issues or problems in the future. He understands and he promises to follow up.
