CHIEF COMPLAINT: Cough, congestion, and shortness of breath.
A 75-year-old gentleman comes in looking sallow. He is 75 years old. He has a history of diabetes, gastroesophageal reflux, BPH, insomnia, DJD, and hypertension. He was found to be short of breath, pulse of 127, possibly in atrial fibrillation with O2 sats 90-92%.
He was told by his daughter to go to the emergency room right away and note was given for the emergency room physician to evaluate the patient for hypoxemia, tachycardia, possible atrial fibrillation, and possible PE. The patient was not charged for today’s visit.
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
