CHAPMAN, BRUCE
DOB: 10/14/1988
DOV: 09/20/2024
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Bruce is a 35-year-old man with no past medical problems. He has developed a large abscess on the back of his neck. He has had no fever, chills, nausea, or vomiting. He has been on Septra DS for the past three days from a different physician and then when he went today, they told him that they did not have enough anesthetic to give him to open the wound, he has got a rather large abscess which required I&D.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension. No diabetes. Blood sugar was 114 today nonfasting.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke. He does not drink alcohol.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He states he has never had abscesses in the past. He never had a history of MRSA or staph infections either.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is obese.

VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 363 pounds. O2 sat 97%. Temperature 98.0. Respirations 18. Pulse 84. Blood pressure 150/79.

NECK: No JVD. There is lymphadenopathy in the neck, left greater than right, about 3 to 5 cm abscess over the base of his neck.
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

PROCEDURE: After consent was obtained, the area was cleansed and anesthetized. Large amount of pus was removed. Subsequently, the area was packed. Rocephin 1 g was given. He is to continue with Septra DS. Do not stop Septra DS. Add clindamycin 300 mg t.i.d. Come back tomorrow for followup. He might need repacking tomorrow. For today, he may take shower and allow the hot water hit the area. There is the packing present and the tip of the packing is sticking out of the wound. Take medication with food to avoid diarrhea.
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He received Rocephin 1 g before leaving.

ADDENDUM: Because of the patient’s swelling and the pain in his neck, I did an ultrasound of his soft tissue in his neck. He does have lymphadenopathy, left greater than right, but no abscess formation. He received Rocephin 1 g as I mentioned along with Toradol 60 mg.

His echocardiogram is within normal limits. His abdominal ultrasound shows a very fatty liver. His prostate is enlarged. His leg pain and arm pain is multifactorial. No PVD noted on the ultrasound. He will continue with the clindamycin and Septra DS and see us tomorrow.
