She would like to have Norco. The patient is hypoxic. O2 sat today is at 90% room air and requires 2 liters of oxygen. The patient is on nebulizer treatment 24 hours. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. *__________* hypertension, right-sided edema secondary to cor pulmonale, hyperlipidemia, neuropathy, positive HIV and obesity. Overall prognosis remains quite poor. Given the natural progression of her disease, the patient most likely has less than six months to live. The patient has a KPS score of 40% *__________*
The patient also has had an exacerbation of her COPD most recently, requiring antibiotics and steroids.
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
