FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION

Face-to-face evaluation took place today for Mr. Anderson who is a 55-year-old gentleman in trucking business from Houston, Texas. He has a left BKA, history of CHF for the past seven years with low ejection fraction. Despite Lasix and other treatments for his CHF, he continues to have shortness of breath and air hunger even though his O2 sats are around 94 to 95% on room air. The patient has oxygen that he wears on a p.r.n. basis. His pulse is 91. He is unable to care for himself. He has issues with bowel and bladder incontinence, but tries to do most of his ADLs himself. The patient also has had two strokes and two MIs in the past. He has four stents in his heart. He is on Plavix to prevent further clotting of the stents. The patient resides at New Hope Housing here in Houston, Texas. He also has a history of sleep apnea, obesity, and decreased ejection fraction. Given the patient’s advanced CHF, his right-sided heart failure, shortness of breath despite maximal treatment, atherosclerotic heart disease, gastroesophageal reflux, hypertension, and other comorbidities, he most likely has less than six months to live given the natural progression of his illness and remains hospice appropriate.
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
