Ms. Schenkman is a 76-year-old woman, currently on hospice, with ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence, weight loss, *__________*. She has been sleeping at least 16 to 18 hours a day. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. She continues to do poorly. She continues to have pain and is O2 dependent. She is on 3 liters at this time. She recently was given Lasix because of edema in the lower extremities which has improved. She uses her nebulizer four times a day. She is on 3 liters of oxygen with an O2 sat of 95%. The caretaker Judith tells me she lost at least 3 to 4 pounds since hospitalization. She has stage I decubitus ulcer on her sacrum. The patient requires turning for this reason on a regular basis. The patient has a KPS score of 40% and given the natural progression of her COPD, she has very little time left on this earth, most likely less than six months. She is no longer able to ambulate and she is in bed with side of the bed elevated because she has a very, very high risk of fall.
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
