Face-to-face evaluation took place today on this 60-year-old woman, currently on hospice with CVA, right-sided weakness, difficulty swallowing pills, issues with aspiration, also suffers from COPD, shortness of breath, staying in bed 16 to 18 hours a day, O2 saturation around 90% with a pulse of 106, associated with cough and congestion. She requires O2 at all times, but she has a tendency not to want to wear her O2. She also has a history of systemic lupus erythematosus, chronic kidney disease, and diabetes. The patient continues to lose weight. She has lost another 2.5 pounds since last visit. KPS score is at 40%. She requires help with all ADLs. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
