TURNER, JOYCE
Ms. Joyce Turner was seen today for face-to-face evaluation. She is a 73-year-old woman with a history of end-stage CVA, stage II decubitus ulcer which has shown improvement, right leg ulceration, right foot and right toe ulceration, decubitus ulcers in the sacrum region from stage I to stage II now. The patient also has protein-calorie malnutrition and decreased appetite. The patient is totally and completely bedbound because of CVA. Her decreased weight is secondary to decreased appetite and her swallowing issues associated with aspiration. She has ADL dependency and bowel and bladder incontinence as I mentioned. She has above-the-knee amputation on the left side. She also has right-sided weakness. The patient lives with her son who is her primary caregiver. She has increased pain, requires pain medication around-the-clock. Her other comorbidities include COPD, hypertension, coronary artery disease, diabetes, and diabetic neuropathy. The patient continues to remain hospice appropriate given her current condition and the advanced stage of her disease. The patient has less than six months to live given the natural progression of the disease and remains hospice appropriate and most likely will die in six months. The patient’s family is aware of her grave prognosis including her son.
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
