CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 28-year-old African American female who is seen for initial evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 28-year-old female with a history of developmental disability who is noted to have several episodes of chest pain. The chest pain occurred over a period of three weeks. Symptoms were intermittent. She first reported symptoms approximately three months ago. However, symptoms appeared more frequently over the last three weeks. They were associated with shortness of breath, but no other symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Premature birth.

2. Pulmonary dysplasia.

3. Asthma.

4. Learning disability.

6. Blindness of the left eye.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Colostomy.
2. Left eye retina removed.

MEDICATIONS: QVAR, albuterol, nebulizer.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies. 
FAMILY HISTORY: Maternal grandmother had stage IV lung cancer. Mother had high blood pressure. Father had high blood pressure and leaky valve. 
SOCIAL HISTORY: She denies alcohol, drugs, or cigarette smoking.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Nose: She reports sneezing.

Respiratory: She has cough and shortness of breath. She further reports wheezing. 
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Cardiac: She has palpitations and chest discomfort.

Gastrointestinal: Abdominal pain and diarrhea.

Neurologic: She has headaches.

Review of systems is otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 122/63, pulse 62, respiratory rate 20, height 65”, and weight 194.6 pounds.

HEENT: She has blindness of the left eye.

Physical exam is otherwise unremarkable.

DATA REVIEW: ECG sinus rhythm 68 beats per minute and nonspecific T-wave abnormalities noted.

1. Chest pain.

2. Borderline EKG.

3. Pulmonary dysplasia.

PLAN:
1. Echocardiogram.

2. Followup post EKG.
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
