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Event Recorder Report

The patient’s event monitor recordings were done for 21 days from 08/26/2024 to 09/15/2024.
The patient’s heart rate generally varied from about 60 to 130 beats per minute. The patient did not report any symptoms. There were single PVCs, not frequent and noted throughout the recording. No PACs were noted. No paroxysmal supraventricular tachycardias were noted.
On day #20, i.e., 09/14/2024, the patient was noted to have 11 beats monomorphic nonsustained ventricular tachycardia. This episode of tachycardia happened at a rate of 91 beats per minute and the patient was not symptomatic. No other significant cardiac arrhythmias were noted. The patient was cooperative.
Final Interpretation:
1. Single episode of 11-beat monomorphic nonsustained ventricular tachycardia at 91 beats per minute without any symptoms.

2. The patient is asymptomatic throughout the Holter recording.

3. Few single PVCs were noted.

4. Sinus tachycardias were noted.
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
