Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Brown comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. He has a history of glaucoma having undergone laser treatments and surgery to both eyes. He states that he did construction work until November 2023 when he had to stop because he had difficulties with peripheral vision and small print. A review of the record shows an Ahmed tube shunt surgery performed on the right side on January 22, 2024. He has had cataract surgery on both eyes. He uses brimonidine, dorzolamide, timolol, and Lumigan drops in both eyes as well as pilocarpine drops on the left side. He takes oral methazolamide, as well. There is a history of diabetes and hypertension.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/40 on the right and light perception only on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of +0.25 –0.25 x 085 on the right and +0.25 –0.25 x 085 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.75 measures 20/70 on the right and light perception only on the left at 14 inches. The pupil on the right side is small, but round. The pupil on the left side is irregular. There is an afferent defect on the left side as measured in reverse. Applanation pressures are 27 on the right and 40 on the left. The muscle movements are smooth and full. There is a left-sided exotropia. The slit lamp examination shows deep chambers on both sides. There is a tube shunt on the right side in good position, superiorly. There are posterior chamber lens implants on both sides in good position. The cornea on the right side is clear. The cornea on the left side shows diffuse edema and haze. The fundus examination is difficult on the left side because of the corneal haze. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.95 on the right and there appears to be a total cup to the nerve head on the left. There are no hemorrhages. There is vitreous debris on the left side, which may represent cells or dry blood. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Visual field testing utilizing a kinetic test with a III4e stimulus shows less than 5 degrees of horizontal field on the right side and the absence of a visual field on the left side. The reliability parameters are good.
Assessment:
1. Glaucoma.
2. Corneal edema, left side.
Mr. Brown has advanced stage glaucoma on the right side and end-stage glaucoma on the left side. Based upon these findings, one can understand his difficulties with work-related activities. He has difficulties avoiding hazards in his environment and reading small print. His prognosis is poor.
