Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Coley comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He was last examined here in December 2017. At that time, he was found to have retinitis pigmentosa and was considered a glaucoma suspect because of optic nerve cupping. He had been on eye drops at that time for glaucoma. Since his last examination in this office, he states that he has not been using eye drops. He has not been receiving care with his regular eye doctor as before. He states that he continues to have difficulties performing the visual task required in the work environment. As well, he states that he does not have the quality of vision that allows him to care for himself nor avoid hazards in his environment.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/50 on both sides. This is with a spectacle correction of –2.25 –1.00 x 005 on the right and –1.50 –0.50 x 151 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.50 measures 20/100 on each side at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance shows a small exotropia. The muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 17 on the right and 18 on the left. The slit lamp examination shows superior iridotomies on both sides that are open on both sides. The anterior chambers are deep and quiet. The corneas and lenses are clear on both sides. The fundus examination shows a cup-to-disc ratio of 0.6 on both sides with mild pallor. There are no hemorrhages. There is bone-spicule pigmentation throughout the periphery on both sides. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Visual field testing utilizing a kinetic test with a III4e stimulus without correction and with good reliability shows 69 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 85 degrees of horizontal field on the left.
Assessment:
1. Retinitis pigmentosa.
2. Myopia.

Mr. Coley seems to have progressed since his last examination here. His near acuity has gone worse. Based upon these findings, one would expect him to have difficulties with his work-related activities. He has a history of working as a truck driver and a machine operator. One would expect him to have trouble operating a motor vehicle at night and distinguishing between small objects and recognizing small visual cues so as to operate a machine safely. His prognosis is guarded.
