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The patient feels that she is feeling little better. Denied suicidal or homicidal ideation. Side effects of medication discussed. Coping discussed. The patient feels that anxiety is high, but everything is working out. Coping discussed. Continue medications. AIMS testing done. Hyperlipidemia, hyperglycemia and glucose dysregulation discussed. Coping discussed. The patient feels that medications definitely are working. She does not have any suicide thoughts. She does not have any homicide thoughts. She feels that she is looking forward for the estate of her sister to settle down. There is expectation that she will get some money out of it. The patient is happy about it. We will follow.
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
