SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Nevenk is 75-year-old married Caucasian female who has been in treatment for depression, anxiety, and panic attack. The patient has reported that she is feeling good on the medications. She is on Cymbalta 20 mg daily and Klonopin 0.5 mg she is taking whenever she need. She was alert and oriented. Her mood was pleasant. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. She denies any suicidal or homicidal thought. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. Her judgment and insight has improved. Her husband also was there on the phone who reported that she has been doing good. She does not have any problem. Therefore a prescription for 30 days was order.

ASSESSMENT: Major depressive disorder, chronic, with period of anxiety.

PLAN: Continue on to duloxetine 20 mg daily and Klonopin 0.5 mg at bedtime. A 30 day supply was ordered. Risk, benefits, and side effect less are explained.

PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
