The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: David has been feeling good, sleeping and eating good. He described the court date has been postponed until 10/02/24 as the record from the forensic center has not yet come. The patient has been taking fluphenazine 5 mg twice a day, Zyprexa 20 mg daily, and described the medication has been helping him. He is sleeping good and eating good. He denies any suicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucination or any paranoid delusion. The patient is concerned about his legal issues. I further explained that it is taking so long, but his attorney has been working with him and he described he feels comfortable because his attorney is positive that the case will be withdrawn or dropped. I further discussed that his *__________* medication is not yet in the market; therefore, he is not going to get it. I also explained that I do not have any samples which I can give him. However, he describes his weight is only *__________* pounds and it is not too much. He is seeing his medical doctor who has reported to him that he should continue doing exercise and otherwise he is all right. The patient has chronic history of paranoid schizophrenia, but described that he is not paranoid anymore and not hearing any voices or paranoid. He is supported by his parents and his brother. Denies any involuntary movements or any symptoms of akathisia or restlessness.

ASSESSMENT: Schizophrenia, chronic paranoid. 
PLAN: Continue with the supportive care and plan. A 30-day supply was ordered. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
