CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 52-year-old African American female complained of shortness of breath and palpitations.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 52-year-old female who complained of shortness of breath and palpitations over several months. Symptoms occur randomly, but not necessarily with exertion. One day prior to this evaluation, she had a single episode of pinching chest pain. This was associated with cough. She notes occasional cough. She denies any other symptoms at this time.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Diabetes.
2. Gastritis.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: She reports a history of EGD and colonoscopy.
MEDICATIONS: Ibuprofen 600 mg one daily p.r.n., Flexeril 10 mg p.r.n., Norco 10 mg take two daily.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies. 
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother had diabetes. Father had diabetes, hypertension, and colon cancer.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She notes occasional alcohol use, but denies cigarettes or drug use. 
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She has sinus problem.

Review of systems otherwise is unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Blood pressure 156/92, pulse 88, respiratory rate 21, height 66”, and weight 134.4 pounds.
Examination is otherwise unremarkable.
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DATA REVIEW: EKG demonstrates sinus rhythm 79 beats per minute. There is evidence of anteroseptal myocardial infarction. EKG is otherwise unremarkable.
IMPRESSION:
1. Palpitations.
2. Dyspnea.
3. Hypertension, uncontrolled.
PLAN:
1. Echo, exercise treadmill test, PFTs.
2. CBC, chem-20, hemoglobin A1c, lipids, and TSH.

3. Prescriptions – metoprolol succinate 25 mg one p.o. daily #90 and losartan 50 mg one p.o. daily #90.
