CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 42-year-old female with peri-partum hypertension and mitral regurgitation, here for evaluation.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is seen for initial evaluation. She reports a history of peri-partum shortness of breath which has resolved. She has been diagnosed with hypertension and mitral regurgitation. Today, she reports right lower extremity pain. The pain is described as burning and almost like being hit in the leg. She has no additional associated symptoms.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypercholesterolemia.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. C-section.

2. Lipoma.
MEDICATIONS: Norethindrone 0.375 mg one daily, acetaminophen 500 mg one daily, cyclobenzaprine 10 mg one h.s., vitamin B12 one daily, and meloxicam daily. 
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies. 
FAMILY HISTORY: Unremarkable.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No cigarette smoking, alcohol or drug use. 
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 123/77, pulse 84, respiratory rate 14, height 61”, and weight 194.8 pounds.
Examination is otherwise unremarkable.
DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm 77 beats per minute. Nonspecific ST-T wave changes.
IMPRESSION:
1. Peri-partum hypertension by history.
2. Hypercholesterolemia.
