Thank you for this referral.

This 60-year-old Asian female comes for evaluation today. She does not smoke or drink. She comes here with history of neutropenia.

SYMPTOMS: She says she feels okay except that she is depressed and she is always exhausted.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: No major illnesses except retinal detachment, but she also has history of recurrent UTI and also for last two years she has neutropenia. Last count was 2.9 with neutrophil count 29%, and lymphocyte 58%. In beginning of September 4th, her WBC count was normal at 4.3 and neutrophil was 38%.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 8 inch tall, weighing 124 pounds, and blood pressure 109/72.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Neutropenia cyclical cause unclear.

2. History of recurrent UTI.

3. History of retinal detachment.

RECOMMENDATIONS: At this point, no further workup might be needed since she does normalize her count at times this could be benign cyclical neutropenia however, we will keep an eye on it. I told her to get it rechecked in three months. At this point, I do not think bone marrow is warranted.
