GENERAL APPEARANCE: No acute distress. Alert and oriented x 3.
EENT: Eyes: Pupils equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Bilateral canal erythema. No tympanic membrane bulging. Nose: Clear rhinorrhea. Throat: Positive tonsillar edema and exudate. Airway is patent.
NECK: Supple with full range of motion.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
