The patient recently was started on higher dose of Seroquel 25 mg in the morning and 100 mg in the evening with some success, but with foul-smelling urine. The son was quite concerned about urinary tract infection. The patient has dementia, decreased sleep, confusion. The patient is oriented to person, shortness of breath, decreased weight, protein-calorie malnutrition.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: The only surgery is back surgery.
MEDICATIONS: Seroquel 100 mg in the evening, 25 mg in the morning.

ALLERGIES: None.

COVID IMMUNIZATION: Up-to-date.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient was found to be in no distress, but confused, only oriented to person.
VITAL SIGNS: The patient’s blood pressure is 90/60, pulse is 92, respirations are 18, O2 sat is 94% on room air.
NECK: No JVD.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.
ABDOMEN: Soft.
SKIN: No rash.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: Positive muscle wasting noted.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. UTI suspected.

2. Change in mental status.

3. Continue with higher dose of Seroquel in the evening.

4. Add Cipro 500 mg twice a day for five days.

5. The patient’s family also wants more diapers. This was discussed with DON of Avatar Hospice.
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
