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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 77-year-old white female that has a right functional kidney. The left kidney is nonfunctional. We know that this patient has CKD stage IV. The patient had a laboratory workup that is as follows. The serum creatinine is 2.5, the BUN is 34, and the estimated GFR is 19.4. In the prior determination in October 2023, the patient had an excretion of protein of 1.1 g. However, this time and despite our orders, the patient did not have determination of protein in the urine. She is unable to take either SGLT2 inhibitor or nonsteroidal aldosterone inhibitor because of the CKD and the tendency to develop hyperkalemia. The patient does not have any evidence of hyperkalemia and does not have any evidence of significant edema.
2. The patient has anemia. This anemia is followed by the Florida Cancer Center. She receives infusions of iron and/or ESA on monthly basis.
3. The patient has a neoplasm of the breast that is followed by the oncologist.
4. Type II diabetes. The hemoglobin A1c that was reported on October 31, 2024, was 5.6.
5. Hypothyroidism on replacement therapy. The patient is followed by a Ms. Canary, APRN, at the Pioneer Center.

6. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

7. The patient has gastroesophageal reflux disease that is without esophagitis.

8. Chronic obstructive pulmonary disease that is compensated. I have to point out that the patient had a cardiac catheterization recently and the reason for that was persistent palpitations. She has three PCIs and they were open, no need of no intervention with ejection fraction between 55 and 60%. We are going to reevaluate the case in five months with laboratory workup. The patient was advised to give us a call in case that any situation or any questions come to mind.
I spent reviewing the cardiac cath and the hospital evaluation along with evaluation at the primary 12 minutes, in the face-to-face 18 minutes and in the documentation 9 minutes.
