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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 79-year-old patient of Mr. Gill, PA that is followed in the office because of the presence of CKD stage III. The patient has been in very stable condition. We know that she has been following most of the recommendations. The serum creatinine today is 1.1 and this was a collection that was done on September 23, 2024, that was yesterday, the BUN is 28 and the estimated GFR is 50. There is significant improvement of the condition. It does not seem that the patient is taking any Kerendia. Unfortunately, we do not have the protein-to-creatinine ratio or the albumin-to-creatinine ratio because the test was taken yesterday at the Quest Lab and it will take 48 hours to get the results back. We will be very attentive in order to be able to give the appropriate followup to this patient. I have to point out that the patient does not have any longer the elevation of the liver function tests.
2. The patient is complaining of urgency and some dysuria on and off. The patient is taking VESIcare and whether or not the VESIcare is making her prone to the urinary tract infection is unknown. In any event, the recommendation is genital lavage with vinegar and water after any time that she goes to the bathroom and the instructions were given and, if the patient develops frank dysuria, she will be treated with Levaquin 500 mg daily for seven days. The prescription was called into Walmart Pharmacy. We are going to give the followup in the lab to see the results of the culture prior to initiation of the therapy.
3. The patient has arteriosclerotic heart disease that has been asymptomatic.

4. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.
5. Vitamin B12 deficiency on supplementation.

6. The patient has hyperuricemia. The uric acid is 7.2.

7. Hyperlipidemia that is treated with the administration of atorvastatin.
8. The patient has evidence in the medication note that she is taking allopurinol 100 mg on daily basis. Gout has been not present. We are going to reevaluate this case in five months with laboratory workup.
