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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that he has head injury since March 2023.  The patient tells me that he was exposed to repetitive blast explosions, for four years while he was in Iraq.  In 2005, the patient was exposed to explosion from motor attacks in Iraq.  The patient tells me that the shockwave caused him to fall down and hit the ground, as he hit the ground, the patient had complete loss of consciousness for about five minutes.  When he woke up, the patient had severe headache, confusion, and disorientation.  The patient tells me that this is just one of the many episodes that he got exposure to blast explosions.  Every time, there was blast explosion, the patient would get confused and disoriented.  The patient tells me that he also had repetitive IED explosions.  The patient tells me that he has significant headache, confusion, and disorientation after these each explosion.
Since the event, the patient has significant memory deficit.  He is not able to remember as well as good as before.  The patient has constant headaches.  The patient has irritability and vision problems.  The patient has tinnitus in the ears.  The patient has irritable behaviors.
The patient is currently working for the Bank of West.  The patient tells me that he is a financial investigator.  The patient tells me that his headaches and memory problems are significantly affecting his job.  The patient is unable to focus.  He is not able to concentrate.  His memory is poor and he has to write down everything.  He is very irritable at work.  The patient also has difficulties with vision and seeing the computers.  He eventually had to quit his job.
It is my opinion that the patient had sustained for traumatic brain injury.  The patient has significant explosions to blasts and explosions.  The patient tells me that he got exposures to multiple blasts over the four years he was in Iraq.  He remember one incident in 2005 around May, the patient was in Iraq, the patient tells me that there was a mortar attack, the patient fell down and hit the head.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness for about five minutes.  When he woke up, the patient had severe confusion and disorientation.  Since the event, the patient had significant headache and memory deficit.  On MoCA examination, today his five-minute short-term recall is 2/5.  He missed 3 on the short-term daily recall.  It is my opinion that the memory deficits, recurrent headaches, tinnitus, irritability, these are all signs and symptoms suggesting traumatic brain injury.
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
