The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic injury.  It was in June 2024.  The patient was in Okinawa, Japan.  The patient tells me that he was assaulted by four Japanese individuals.  It was witnessed by his friends.  The patient does not remember what happened.  He was attacked and he does not remember what happened.  He was repeatedly hit and kicked in the head by these four Japanese individuals.  It was witnessed by his friends.  The patient lost consciousness completely.  The patient fell to the ground.  The patient thinks he was out of consciousness for about at least 20 minutes.  He woke up in the hospital.  The patient was evaluated for head injury.  The patient was diagnosed with concussion.  When he woke up, the patient has severe head pain, confusion and disorientation.
Since the event, the patient had significant headache.  The patient is having headaches consistently around the head.  The patient has difficulty remembering.  The patient also has difficulty with concentration and focus.
The patient tells me that he is out of the military now.  The patient tells me that he is starting school next week.  Apparently, the patient is concerned that his memory significant affected.  He has got poor memory.  He is concerned that it will affect his classes and his ability to remember during classes.  The patient also had difficulty concentration and focus and that will affect his performance at school.  The headaches are also affecting his concentration and focus.
