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Dear Dr. Chang:

I had the pleasure to follow up Asha today for initial evaluation. She is here for followup evaluation for dizziness.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 79-year-old female, with chief complaint of dizziness.  The patient  tells me that dizziness has been stable.  It is not getting worse.  No recent falls.  She recently had a cataract surgery done.  There is no hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria, and dysphagia.
Brain MRI that was done on February 16, 2024 it shows ventriculomegaly.  There is also chronic maxillary sinusitis and moderate paraventricular white matter disease.
IMPRESSION
1. Falls.  The patient has been stable lately.  She is not worsening.
2. Previously after daughter-in-law lumbar puncture, the patient daughter-in-law declined.

3. Previously declined for the lumbar puncture.  The daughter-in-law discussed with the family, they decided not to have lumbar puncture.  It was decided back on April 9, 2024.
4. Dizziness.  The patient has been stable.  There is no worsening.
RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Explained the patient of the above diagnosis explained to the family.
2. Explained to her if her symptoms got worse, let me know immediately.
