HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient wife, Guziee Remington tells me that she thinks Bruce has Parkinson’s disease.  She tells me that he has hand tremors.  She tells me that the Bruce father Parkinson’s disease diagnosed at 89-year-old.
I have examined Bruce last year in April 21, 2023, at that time he has no shaking.  There is no resting tremors.  There is no shuffling gait.  There is no bradykinesia.  There is no masked face.  There is no monotonous voice at that time.  I suspect the patient may have essential tremors.  The patient examination does have an action tremor.  It is right hand more than left hand.  This is all found on May 3, 2023, on examination.
Given the wife keeps saying that she thinks Bruce has Parkinson’s disease, I would recommended her to bring Bruce to see Dr. Sachdeva for a second opinion.  Recommended her to bring Bruce to see Dr. Sachdeva to evaluate for possible Parkinson’s disease.  When I checked him last year, May 3, 2023, I do not think he has Parkinson’s disease.  I think he may have essential tremors.  However, I might be wrong.  Explained to the patient that I might be wrong. I recommended the wife to send Bruce for second opinion.

Bruce also seen Dr. Kevin Lee for sleep problems.  He has done a sleep study.  Since he is seeing Dr. Lee for sleep disturbances, recommend Bruce to continue to Dr. Lee for his sleep problems.
